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Many of you who know me, know that I grew up with horses and made 
them a part of my adult life for many years. Although I never had the 
thrill of driving the gentle giant draft horses, I have had the opportunity 
to watch them perform in shows and exhibitions over the years.  I bet 
many of you have seen the impressive Budweiser six-horse hitch when 
they were at Busch Gardens or at special events or parades. I recently 
attended a competition that included twelve six-horse hitches 
representing several different draft breeds, including Clydesdales. While 
watching them, I started thinking about what an interesting analogy 
these turnouts (carriage driving lingo for the combination of vehicle, horses, and people 
on the carriage or wagon) can be for a church and its congregation.  So here goes.  
Picture that big beer wagon as loaded, not with kegs of beer, but with the many things 
that make the church and itsô people valuable in our lives and our community, things 
like social justice and environment projects, spiritual growth, congregational friendships 
and support, opportunities to live our values through the 7 principles, and the chance to 
be our best selves.  
The driver of these big rigs sits high up on the box seat (more driving lingo) where he 
or she (yes, there are lady drivers) can look out over the three pairs of horses and 
down the road.  The driver must have a constant and clear two-way communication 
with all six horses in order to navigate the road ahead effectively and safely.  To me, 
that sounds a lot like the role of our Board of Trustees. The board must be able to see 
the bigger picture, the broader landscape, and have a sense of what lies ahead while 
giving and receiving information from the congregation.   
You may not have noticed when you have seen a six-horse draft hitch in person or 
perhaps on the TV (Budweiser ads) but the two horses closest to the wagon are 
usually a little bigger than the other two pairs in front of them.  The largest horses are 
placed there because they are the ones that start the wagon rolling and do a bigger 
portion of the pulling as long as the wagon is on level, smooth ground. These wheel 
horses, or wheelers, function like our committee chairs and special project leaders who 
organize their committees and meet to coordinate committee efforts at Leadership 
Council meetings. They make sure the day-to-day functions of the church are moving 
forward.  
The middle pair are called the swing horses because their role in the team comes in to 
play when a hitch makes a turn or when there is a moderate incline in the road.  When 
this middle pair is sharing the pulling job, it is said that they are ñin draftò, meaning that 
they, like the wheelers are leaning into their collars which then tightens the long heavy 
leather straps that connect them to the wagon. Thus, the term ñdraft horse.ò Like these 
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essential pairs of the team, the committee members and volunteers of the church help 
maneuver the twists and turns of congregational life, stepping up to pull the load where 
needed.  
The front pair of horses in the hitch are referred to as the leads or leaders because 
they are focused on the road ahead most of the time but not necessarily pulling. If the 
hitch encounters a steeper hill or must navigate deep footing that makes it harder to 
pull the wagon, they too will lean into their collars and come into draft to add 
horsepower to the effort. They are much like the rest of the congregation that is not so 
active in the day-to-day functions but ñcome into draftò by always being there in body or 
spirit to support the church when extra effort is called for.  We see the importance of 
this ñpairò when we vote on important decisions like selling land or hiring a minister.  
This month two of these times, when extra effort is needed, are approaching, the 
annual meeting and the yearly pledge drive as well as voting on a change to our 
covenant and whether or not to adopt an eighth principle.  
So whether you see yourself as a wheeler, a swing horse, or a lead horse, or if you are 
a part of the driver on the box seat, your role in the team is vital to making our church 
the spiritual home we want it to be. Now that we are back in the church and creating 
the new normal, I encourage you to be as active a part of our church as you can be 
and to pledge whatever you are able to keep our wagon filled with good stuff and 
rolling forward.

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Recommended Safety Protocols and Procedures effective March 25, 2022  
 
Covid risk level for Lake County is rated as ólowô by the CDC. We recommend 
moving to an environment of personal responsibility and removing Covid 
restrictions with the following guidance:  
Å Masks are not required but may be worn at any time if an individual desires. If a 
mask is worn, the KN95 mask is recommended as it offers the most protection. 
Social distancing will no longer be required. Members will respect each personôs 
choice regarding masking and social distancing.  
Å Each member has a personal responsibility to maintain their vaccination status, 
to not attend services if they test positive or have symptoms, or have been 
exposed to Covid, and to report symptoms if they develop after attending church 
services.  
Å Please continue to check in, or, in the case of guests, sign in, so we will have a 
record of your attendance and be able to contact you should there be a Covid 
diagnosis for someone attending. This applies each time you enter the building.  
Å We will continue with in-person services.  
Å The building will be open for small groups.  
Å 9:30 am Sunday discussion group may meet in the Social Hall.  
Å The Hospitality Committee may resume coffee service and potlucks.  
Å We may resume singing with masks not required.  
Å Choir may resume with masks not required.
